TI STRATEGIES & APPROACHES TO
ANTI-CORRUPTION WORK

TI has adopted a number of strategies and
approaches for pushing forward the anti-
corruption agenda at national, regional and

international levels.




The National Integrity Systems
(NIS) Approach

National Integrity System (NIS):-

Country Studies analyze corruption in.a
holistic way by 1dentifying the strong and
weak “pillars” of a country’s integrity
system — from the executive to the
judiciary to the media — and suggest
reforms that can be taken 1n each sector of
the society.

The National Integrity System approach
unlocks a new form of diagnosis and
potential cure for corruption in that;instead
of looking at separate institutions (eg. the

Judiciary), or separate rules and practices
(such as criminal law) and then focusing on
stand-alone reform programmes, 1t looks:at
inter-relationships, inter-dependence and
combined effectiveness 1n a holistic
approach.
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Advocating Change

The advocacy work of TI has shaped a new
consensus to the extent that corruption 1s
increasingly recognized as the single greatest
obstacle to sustainable development.

Many leading institutions and world bodies,
including the United Nations, have now accepted
the challenge to address corruption — signing
international  agreements, changing laws,
regulations and standards, and introducing new
policies to curb corrupt practices.
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Developing Measurement Tools

TI 1s a global leader in publishing assessments of
corruption incidence and trends.

The annual Corruption Perception Index (CPI
2007) ranked well over 180 countries according
to perceived levels of corruption.

TI also publishes a biennial Bribe Payers Index
(BPI), assessing the propensity of companies
from major exporting countries to bribe abroad —
notably poor countries.

The Global Corruption Barometer (GCB) highlights
trends 1n countries and across sectors

The Corruption Fighters’ Tool Kit is a compendium of
practical civil society anti-corruption experiences,
presenting innovative anti-corruption tools developed and

implemented by TI Chapters and other civil society
organizations from around the world.

The National Integrity System (NIS) Country Studies

- TI’s annual Global Corruption Report
(GCR) 1s the only annual publication on
the state of corruption around the world.

- The report highlights regional and global
trends and contains the very latest
corruption data and research. The GCR
2007 took a hard look at corruption 1n
judicial systems around the world.
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Working with Civil Society

TI's Corruption Fighters’ Tool Kit 1s a
collection of concrete civil society
experiences 1n anti-corruption 1n»,.areas
ranging from reform in the judiciary »to

corruption control in public procurement.

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Working with the Private Sector

TI has promoted and developed a host of
activities to strengthen transparency in
business dealings — namely, Integrity Pacts
in the field of public procurement;
development of anti-corruption business

principles; the initiation with major
international banks of anti-money
laundering actions geared to curb
corruption; the initiation of cutting-edge
work on the global arms trade and
corruption.

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EXAMPLES OF GII'S MAJOR STRATEGIES &
ACTIVITIES

GII has excelled itself 1n taking the anti-
corruption message out to the people and
institutions throughout Ghana. GII's anti-
corruption programme 1s organized around
the following broad headings:

Public Education
Research
Publication
Lobbying/Advocacy
Networking —
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Public Education

GII believes that the first step towards any
effective and serious anti-corruption effort
1S to gain an understanding of the
underlying  causes, conditions. and
incentives that lead to corrupt practices.

GII 1n 2004 embarked on a 3-year capacity
building corruption sensitization
workshops n Districts/Municipal
Assemblies across the country under the
theme “Fighting Corruption - An
Agenda for Democracy and Good
Governance.” "
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CONT'D

In all 30 Workshops were organised from
May 2004 — September 2006.

The objective of the workshops was to
seek a national consensus on the definition
of corruption; to raise awareness about the
negative effects of corruption and " to
empower citizens at the local level 10
demand responsiveness, accountability and
transparency from people & institutions in
their communities.
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CONT'D

With an average of 100 people in each
case, workshop participants were drawn
from Districts Assemblies (DAS),
Government Ministries, Departments and

Agencies (MDAs), CSOs, NGOs, CBOs;

Religious Bodies, Traditional Rulers,
Political Parties etc.
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Impact Assessment

GII workshop impact assessment 1s a
quantitative study carried out before and
after the implementation of a workshops

The study examines participants’

knowledge on 1ssues in relation to
democracy, good governance and
corruption and also examines participants’
satisfaction or otherwise with the contents
and style of presentations by the
facilitators.
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Launch/Release of Reports

Annually, GII launches reports trom TI.
Examples include the Corruption
Perception Index (CPI), Global Corruption
Report (GCR) and Global Corruption
Barometer (GCB).




CONT'D

To launch the Reports, GII addresses a
press conference on the report placing
emphasis on the issues that relate to
corruption 1n Ghana. In related events,
both the print and electronic media focuses

their discussions on the findings of the
report.

There are other related programmes after
the launch
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EXAMPLE - GCR 2006

The 2006 report GCR focused on
corruption i1n the Health sector and the
detriment 1t poses to human lives and a
country as a whole.

The report detailed on research in various

countries on the specific corruption cases
in their health sector and how it affects
them, 1t also embodied a section on
recommendations when implemented,
could minimize corruption in the Health
Sector.
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CONT'D

As a follow up to the launch of the GCR
20006, GII engaged the Health Sector 1n a
roundtable discussion to deliberate on the
findings of GCR 2006. The Health Sector
was represented by 1t ministers, regional
and district directors of the health
administration, Procurement and budget
officers etc.

At the end of the meeting, the stakeholders
0

decided to hold another forum to look at
the 1ssue more internally. Information
reaching GII indicated the second

discussion was successful
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RESEARCH

Gll VOICE OF THE PEOPLE SURVEY

GII conducted a household urban
corruption perception survey in Southern
Ghana, precisely in Kumasi, Takoradi,
Accra and Tema. It was an attempt to
establish a empirical corruption data base.

Custom Excise and preventive service used
the report as a background information for
organising an integrity workshop for its
staff
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JUDICIARY WATCH PROJECT (JWP)

The Judiciary Watch Project (JWP) was
launched by the Chief Justice of the
republic of Ghana, His Lordship George
Kingsley Acquah of blessed memory

The main goal of this project was to
promote transparency within the judiciary,
thus enhancing the capacity of the courts
and legal officials to carry out their duties
impartially and effectively and

contributing to reducing corruption.

PUBLICATION

GII Alert is a quarterly newsletter that GII
produces. It highlights best practices and
significant happenings 1n anti-corruption
around the world. The Newsletter has a
readership of approximately 1,500 people.
Since 2004, 15 editions have been
produced.
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LOBBYING/ADVOCACY -
FREEDOM OF INFORMATION LEGISLATION

GII in collaboration with other CSO’s organised
a Focus Group Discussion (FGD) on the “First
Draft of the Freedom of Information Bill 2002’to
critique and review the bill, which the Attorney
General’s Office had referred to civil society
through GII for further input before submission
to Parliament.

Through the support of TI, GII organized Radio
programmes in some selected regions in the
country to create awareness about FOI legislation
and 1ts importance to the fight against corruption.

GII 1s currently a member of the FOI coalition
pushing for the passage of the law.
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RATIFICATION & DOMESTICATION OF AU/UN
CONVENTIONS AGAINST CORRUPTION

GII’s work on Anti-Corruption
Conventions has focused on advocacy for
their ratification and domestication into
Ghanaian laws.

GII 1n the past has written articles and
commentaries about the importance ot the
Anti-Corruption Conventions for
publication in both the print and electronic
media.

In 2005, GII implemented a project
jointly with (A AC—Ghanzé with

funding support from DANIDA. through
the Parliamentary Centre — Canada.

The project, entitled ‘“‘Ratification and
implementation of the AU convention
a%ain.st. corruption,”’ involved a number
of activities, including:

Key Instrument for the Fight against Corruption™
was organised under This brought together
Parliamentarians - including the Speaker of
Ghana’s Parliament, Majority and Minority
[Leaders of Parliament, Members of APNAC-
Ghana, Chairpersons of Parliamentary
Committees, representatives of the Donor
Community, the Media, Civil Society groups.
